a.   Minutes of March 11, 2008

Recommendation:  Review and Approve

b.   Hangar Accounts as of March 27, 2008

Recommendation: Review and File

Commissioner Trujillo asked to remove item (a) Minutes of March 11, 2008.  Commissioner Gulko made a motion to approve item (b) Hangar Accounts of March 27, 2008.  Seconded by Commissioner Trujillo.  Motion carried 4-0.

After discussion of the minutes, Commissioner Gulko made a motion to approve item (a) Minutes of March 11, 2008.  Motion carried 3-1.

Administrative Agenda 
a.   Propose Capital Improvement Projects for 2008-2009 Budget

Recommendation: Review and discuss a list of proposed Airport projects and make recommendations to the City Council for Capital Improvement Projects for the 2008-2009 Budget.

The Airport Commission discussed a list of proposed projects to request for 2008-2009 Capital Improvement Project list.  Commissioner Trujillo made a motion directing staff to submit the following items for Capital Improvement Projects:  

1. Repair hangars – set aside a dollar amount for repairs.

2. Purchase a new hangar.

3. Purchase a new lock for the pedestrian gate and move the push-button lock from the pedestrian gate to the Pilot’s Lounge.

4. Repair the wash rack.  

5. Complete triggered runway light project. 

Seconded by Commissioner Gulko.  Motion carried 4-0.  

Russ Phelps, Airport tenant, and Brian Frontella, local pilot, commented on several items.  

b.   Portable Restrooms

Recommendation:  Review and discuss whether to keep portable restrooms.

The City Manager reported that portable restrooms cost $167.91 per month and asked whether the Commission wished to keep the service.  After discussion, Commissioner Blades made a motion to remove the portable restrooms after a lock is installed on the Pilots Lounge.  Seconded by Commissioner Trujillo.  Motion carried 4-0.  

c.   Airport Commissioner Resignation

Recommendation:  Receive an update regarding the recent vacancy on the Airport Commission. 

The City Manager reported that she had received a letter of resignation from Commissioner Brazil and that staff would begin advertising for the position. 

d.   Conversion to Chevron Brand Fuel

Recommendation:  Receive report regarding progress in converting to Chevron brand fuel.

Deputy City Clerk reported on the conversion to Chevron brand fuel including fuel system maintenance, tank cleaning, inspections and upcoming safety training.

e.   Grant Application for Drainage Design

Recommendation:  Receive report regarding progress in a grant application for the design phase of drainage project.

The City Manager reported that a grant application completed by Carol Ford for the design phase of the drainage project. The grant application would be in the amount of $157,895 with $150,000 to come from the FAA; $4445 matching from the City and $370 from the state.  Commissioner Gulko made a motion directing the City Manager to sign the application for the grant.  Seconded by Commissioner Trujillo.  Motion carried 4-0.

f.   Onsite Airport Overseer

Recommendation:  Review and discuss hiring an onsite overseer of the airport.
Commissioner Blades abstained from discussion on this item and left the City Council Chambers.

The City Manager proposed hiring an onsite person to assist with the fuel system, weed abatement and other maintenance.  After discussion, staff was directed to bring back a job description and salary proposal in May.  

7.   Airport Manager Reports

a.   March Meeting Follow-up

The City Manager distributed a list of follow-up items from the March 11 meeting which included the budget, fuel discounts, hangar vacancies, electric bills, vapor lights, work days, a sign on the gate and valve management.

b.   Aviation Fuel

The Airport Commission was advised that with the switch to Chevron fuel, there would be daily testing and recordkeeping required on the fuel system.

c.   Drainage Study

The City Manager reported that the drainage study would be submitted to the City Council at their next meeting and that Kevin Flynn of Kimley Horn would be in attendance.

d.   Hangar Fees

The City Manager reported that hangar fees would be reviewed by the City Council at their next meeting. She further stated that with many Airport Commissioners occupying hangars, it was a conflict of interest for the Airport Commission to decide upon hangar fees.  For this reason, staff would be taking a recommendation directly to the City Council.  She offered that if the Airport Commission wished, they could research and make a separate recommendation to the City Council.  A date of April 18 at 10:00 a.m. was proposed to meet to discuss. 

e.   Minutes

The City Manager commented that although minutes are never detailed, meetings are taped if needed.

8.   Airport Commissioner Reports

a.   Commissioner Blades

Commissioner Blades reported that he had sprayed the airport for weeds and that the airport would need to be mowed in the next month.  He also reported that the gas hose had a small leak near the reel.  

b.   Commissioner Trujillo

Commissioner Trujillo commented that he was concerned about items that are acted upon and then dropped, especially items that are to be agendized at future meetings.  He further stated that actions have not been documented in the minutes.  He asked if staff could provide a tracking mechanism for items requiring follow-up.  The City Manager commented that the minutes will reflect action taken at the meeting.  Staff would also create a listing of open items for Commission review.

c.   Commissioner Gulko

Commissioner Gulko reported that he once he obtained model numbers of vapor lights, he could proceed to seek competitive quotes.

d.   Chairman York

Chairman York reported a broken electrical outlet where the Pepsi machine was located.  He commended members of the audience for their participation.  He also thanked the Ex-Officio, the City Manager and the Deputy City Clerk for efforts and hard work.

e.   Ex-Officio Bonta

Ex-Officio Bonta commented that the runways need to be swept.  He also commented on the great progress made over the past few years including the drainage study and the under-grounding of power poles.

9.   Adjournment

Commissioner York adjourned the meeting at 8:50 p.m.
