Administrative Agenda 
a.   2008-2009 FAA Entitlement Grant Funds

Recommendation:  Approve allocation of entitlement grant funding from FAA

The Airport Manager/City Manager gave her staff report.  Joe Lewis, tenant, asked about the proposed pump system.  Al Romero, tenant, commented on drainage issues.

After discussion Commissioner Gulko made a motion to approve allocation of entitlement grant funding from the FAA (Federal Aviation Administration).  Seconded by Commissioner Frontella.  Motion carried 3-0 (1 absent).

b.   FAA Instrument Approach
Recommendation:  Receive a verbal report from Commissioner Frontella and give staff direction.

Commissioner Frontella gave a verbal report indicating that an Instrument Approach would generate more pilot activity on the airport and explained the process needed to implement.  George Foster, tenant, asked question regarding flight patterns with the instrument approach.  

Staff was asked to move forward and contact the airport’s consulting staff regarding pursuing an instrument approach with the FAA.

c.   2009 Meeting Calendar

e.   Non-Flyable Aircraft Storage

The Onsite Facilitator spoke on behalf of the Ad-Hoc Committee on the storage of non-flyable aircraft.  After discussion, the Commission tabled the item until a written report could be submitted from the Ad-Hoc Committee.

7.   Airport Manager Reports

a.   PAPI

The Onsite Facilitator reported that Kevin Flynn of Kimley Horn had made arrangements for the final testing to take place in order to get PAPI lights operational. The City Manager commented that the testing would cost $5000.

b.   Ford Aviation Consultants
The City Manager reported that Ford Aviation Consultants would no longer be acting as the airport’s grant manager.

c.   Wind Socks
The City Manager reported that the Onsite Facilitator had ordered new wind socks.

d.   Hangar Vacancy
The City Manager and City Clerk reported that two hangars were filled after the latest notice was mailed and that two hangars were still available.  Notices would be sent within the next few weeks to tenants and pilots on the waiting list.

e.   Weed Spraying

When questioned, the Onsite Facilitator noted that it was too early for weed spraying.

f.   Fly-In Barbecue

The City Manager noted that the Airport Fly-In Barbecue was a nice event. 

8.   Airport Commissioner Reports

a.   Commissioner Gulko

Commissioner Gulko commented that he had attended the conference in Lake Tahoe and met with FAA representatives.  He further relayed that the meetings were productive and he learned a lot.

Ex-officio Garcia commented on the airport’s grant management and thanked local pilots for their work at the airport.
