a.   Meeting Calendar

Recommendation: Approve a proposed meeting calendar

The Airport Manager gave her staff report.  The Airport Commission requested that staff email monthly revenue and expenditure reports in order to accommodate the meeting calendar.  After discussion, Commissioner Gulko  made a motion to change the Airport Commission meetings to bi-monthly (every other month) with special meetings called if needed.  Seconded by Commisioner Blades.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent).  

b.   Chairman and Vice Chairman Appointment and Terms

Recommendation:  Nominate a Vice Chairman and consider changing the Chairman and Vice Chairman’s terms to six months
The Deputy City Clerk gave her staff report.  After discussion, Commissioner Gulko made a motion to set the Chairman and Vice Chairman terms to six months.  Seconded by Commissioner Frontella.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent). After further discussion, Commissioner Gulko made a motion that existing officers (Chairman York and Vice-Chairman Trujillo) will remain in office for four more months with the six month rotation beginning in January of 2009.  Seconded by Commisioner Blades.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent).

c.   Addition of Privately-Owned Hangar at Gustine Airport

Recommendation:  Consider the idea of adding a privately-owned hangar at the Gustine Municipal Airport

The Deputy City Clerk gave her staff report .  After discussion, the Commission directed staff to research porta-hangar and privately-owned hangar agreements and continue discussions with the interested party. 

d.   Discount for High Volume Customers of Aviation Fuel

Recommendation:  Recommend to the City Council which customers shall be eligible for the high volume discount of twelve cents per gallon.

The Deputy City Clerk gave her staff report.  Commissioner Blades abstained from discussion.  After discussion, the Commission directed staff on advertising of fuel discounts and asked staff to consult with Chevron on how to facilitate a high volume discount. 

e.   Airport Project Priorities

Recommendation:  Review and prioritize a list of projects for the Gustine Municipal Airport.

The Airport Commission discussed its ongoing list of projects and directed staff on changes to the list.

8.   Airport Manager Reports

a.   Meeting Follow-up

The Airport Manager reviewed a list of follow-up items from prior meetings.

b.   Community Development Director

The Airport Manager introduced Community Development Director Jake Raper, noting that he wourl oversee public works and assist with the day to day operations of the airport.

c.   Insurance Documentation

The Airport Manager relayed that proof of insurance would need to be submitted with lease renewals since many insurance companies do not forward directly to the city.  

d.   Lease Rate Hangar 16

The Airport Manager requested clarification on the Airport Commission’s reccomendation for the rate on Hangar 16.  Commissioner Blades explained that hangar 16 is double the size of the other hangars and that the rate was reflective.

e.   American Sierra Acadamy 

The Airport Manager reported that American Sierra Acadamy was removed from Castle Airforce Base and that operators might approach the city to establish an FBO.

9.   Airport Commissioner Reports

a.   Commissioner Frontella

Commissioner Frontella stated his gratitude for the opportunity to serve on the Commission.

b.   Commissioner Gulko

Commissioner Gulko stated that he was unable to find a true comparible price for the the vapor lights that Commissioner York wished to sell to the airport for $4,000.  He stated that new lights would cost $12,000 to $17,000.

Chairman York adjourned the meeting at 8:45 p.m.
