The purpose of the invitation was to discuss drainage and other issues.

8.   Airport Commissioner Reports

a.   Garbage Pick Up

Commissioner Blades reported that the garbage had not been picked up four out of the last six weeks and ask staff to check into.

b.  Weeds

Commissioner Blades stated that weeds around the taxiway needed to be abated.

c.   Car Storage

Commissioner Blades requested that an auto being stored on the airport be moved to a different location.  The auto was impeding his ability to access his leased area.

d.   Branded Fuel

Commissioner Trujillo noted that he was still researching the  possibility of selling branded fuel.

e.   Annual Fly-in Barbecue

Commissioner York inquired whether help was needed for the annual barbecue.  Commissioner Blades updated the Commission on plans for the barbecue and indicated help was still needed.  The barbecue will take place in September.

f.   Truckee Airport

During Oral Communications, Commissioner York expressed that he would like the Airport Manager from the Truckee Airport visit a Commission Meeting to discuss solar lights where the lights are used effectively.
