7.   Airport Manager Reports

a.   Papi/Vasi Project

The Airport Manager reminded the Commission about the approved grant for the Papi/Vasi project and announced that bids were now being solicited.  He stated that consultant, Kimley Horn was handling the bid process.

b. Hangar Status

The Airport Manager stated that arrangements were being made by tenants to comply with lease violations found in inspections.  He went on to give an account of each hangar, including empty hangars and repairs needed prior to leasing.

c.   Flooding

The Commission was advised that some flooding issues were resolved by working with neighboring property owners to clear adjoining ditches and canals.  

d.   Mowing

The Airport Manager advised that a mower would be rented to maintain the airport.  

e.   Garbage Company

The Airport Manager stated that he would be meeting with the garbage company to discuss the removal of a building.

8.   Airport Commissioner Reports

a.   New Hangars

Commissioner Brazil stated that Cal-Trans did not offer grants for new hangars.  He provided a booklet from AOPA that detailed how to obtain hangar financing.  He stated that to obtain financing, the rental income is scrutinized.  He also presented the benefits of replacing old hangars with new.

b.   Aviation Fuel

Commissioner Trujillo reported that he had met with five fuel suppliers.  He indicated that some are offering interest fee loans for equipment.  He stated that further discussion was needed to discuss contract negotiations.   He also wanted to further discuss goals and objectives in the area of fuel sales.
