Commission reviewed and discussed a list of proposed projects.  Commission revised and categorized the projects and asked staff to bring the revised list back for further discussion.  

Commissioner Trujillo made a motion review the airport insurance policy at the next meeting.  Seconded by Commissioner York.  Motion carried 5-0.

b.   2007-2008 Airport Budget

Recommendation:  Review and discuss Airport budget and expenses.

Commission reviewed the proposed 2007/2008 Airport budget and asked staff to make the following changes:  increase Vehicle Expense (63-0120-52.30) to $750; increase Training and Meetings (63-0120-53.91) to $5,000; increase Other Improvements (63-0340-54.20) to $17,000.

Commissioner Blades reminded staff that a portion of the increase in hangar rental fees and maintenance fees last year was to be used for hangar repairs.  He asked staff to verify that funds were being distributed in this manner.

8.   Airport Manager Reports

a.   Grant Status

Airport Manager reported that the drainage study had been completed and the environmental study was nearly complete.  Both studies were available for review by the Commission.  

b.   Airport Master Plan

Airport Manager stated that the master plan had been approved by the FAA. Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to review and discuss the letter at the next meeting.  Seconded by Commissioner York.  Motion carried 5-0.

c.   Hangar Repairs

The Commission was advised that quotes had been sought from a construction company for repairs to two empty hangars.  The hangars did not pass recent structural inspections by the building department.

d.   Hangar Vacancy Policy

Airport Manager relayed that when hangars become vacant in the future, he would contact individuals on the waiting list and give them ten days to respond.  He indicated this would be fair and not delay the process of filling vacancies.

e.   Hangar Purchase

Airport Manager said that one of the porta-hangars on the airport may be available for sale.  He was researching the possibility of purchasing the hangar for the airport and would report back to the Commission on his findings.

f.   Hangar Lease Compliance

Airport Manager stated that most of the hangar tenants with lease and code violations were now in compliance.  He indicated that the City’s Code Enforcement Officer would be re-inspecting early next month.  At that time, tenants would be given ten days to meet demands or leases would be terminated.

9.   Airport Commissioner Reports

a.   Hangar Maintenance

Commissioner Blades asked what type of maintenance was required by the lease agreement and how the monthly maintenance fees are applied.  Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to review the lease agreements as they relate to hangar maintenance and repair.  Seconded by Commissioner York.

b.   Annual Barbecue

Commissioner Blades reminded the Commission that the annual barbecue was in its planning stages.  He indicated he would be asking the City Council for some help.

c.   Aviation Fuel

Commissioner Trujillo reported that twenty refineries produce petroleum of which only five produce low lead.  He contacted BP, Chevron, Exxon Mobile, Shell and Philips and stated that all were interested in a contract for branded fuel.  He indicated he would be meeting with each company.

d.   Workdays

Commissioner Trujillo relayed that he had been asked about workdays at the airport.  Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to discuss an airport workday at the next meeting.  Seconded by Chairman Gulko.  Motion carried 5-0.

e.   Hangar Purchase and Replacement

Commissioner Brazil reported that he was still researching hangar purchase and replacement.  He had contacted CalTrans and the AOPA for information.

10.   Adjournment

Chairman Gulko adjourned the meeting at 9:32 p.m.
