Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to combine item 19 with item 2.  Seconded by Commissioner York.  Motion carried 4-.0.

Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to eliminate items 24 and 29.  Seconded by Commissioner Brazil.  Motion carried 4-0.

Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to add leasing ground to the list.  Seconded by Commissioner York.  Motion carried 4-0.

Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to create a completion target date column for the top five items on the project list.  Seconded by Commissioner Brazil.  Motion carried 4-0.
