Commissioner Frontella made a motion to approve the Consent Calendar.  Seconded by Commissioner Gulko.  Motion carried 3-0 (1 absent).

Administrative Agenda 
a.   Hangar Vacancies, Waiting List and Rental Policy, and Non-Flyable Aircraft Storage

Recommendation:  

1. Receive and File Information Relating to Letters dated July 22 and August 26, 2008 – Rental of Hangars.

2. Recommend City Council Adoption of Resolution  Establishing Waiting List Policy and Program for Rental of Hangars.

3. Recommend City Council Adoption of Resolution Establishing Rental Lease Agreement for Non-Flyable Aircraft and establishing rental fee of double the Flyable Aircraft rate. 

The Airport Manager introduced the Community Development Director, Jake Raper, who would act as the Planning Director, Public Works Director and oversee the Airport.

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  Paul Blades, Airport Tenant, commented on the items.  John Rowlett, Pilot, commented on the items.  

The Commission discussed recommendations 1 and 2 regarding hangar vacancies and a waiting list and rental policy.  The Commission directed staff to make amendments to paragraph A of the resolution that would list specifications of hangar needs on the waiting list application.  Commissioner Gulko then made a motion to recommend the City Council adopt the proposed resolution establishing a wating list policy and program for rental of hangars with the changes discussed.  Seconded by Commissioner Trujillo.  Motion carried 3-0 (1 absent).

The Commission discussed recommendation 3 regarding non-flyable aircraft storage.  George Foster, Airport Resident, commented on the item.  After discussion, Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to establish an ad-hoc committee to propose guidelines and rules for home-built aircraft, the repair or maintenance of non-flyable aircraft and generally how to treat non-flyable aircraft at the airport.  Seconded by Commissioner Gulko.  Motion carried 3-0 (1 absent).

b.   Privately-Owned Hangars at Gustine Airport
Recommendation:  Recommend approval of concept and recommend that the City Council to cause a program be developed that will accommodate privately-owned hangers at Gustine Airport

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  John Rowlett, Pilot, commented on the item.  After discussion, Commissioner Trujillo made a motion to refer this item to the ad-hoc committee for discussion and recommendation.  Seconded by Commissioner Frontella.  Motion carried 3-0 (1 absent).

c.   Airport Tenant Workday
Recommendation:  Review and discuss potential dates for the next workday for airport tenants.
Paul Blades, Airport Tenant, addressed the Airport Commission regarding setting a tenant workday for Saturday, September 20 prior to the September 27 Fly-in Barbecue.  Staff agreed to send a letter to tenants.  Staff was also asked to put together a calendar of workdays with scheduled maintenance.

7.   Airport Manager Reports

a.   Meeting Follow-up

A list of follow-up items from prior meetings was provided to the Airport Commission.

b.   Onsite Airport Facilitator

The Community Development Director expressed appreciation for the Onsite Airport Facilitator (Paul Blades) whose knowledge of the airport has been a valuable assett to City staff.  

c.   Ford Aviation Consultants

The Airport Manager stated that Carol Ford of Ford Aviation Consultants was available to attend Commission meetings.  The Airport Manager further requested that the Commission forward any specific items that Ms. Ford needed to address.

d.   Airport Commission Vacancy

The Airport Manager announced that a vacancy exists on the Commission and asked that those interested apply.

8.   Airport Commissioner Reports

a.   Commissioner Frontella

Commissioner Frontella spoke regarding night-time illumination of the wind socks; regarding a request he made from the FAA for Instrument Approach Procedures (IAP) for the airport; and regarding contacts with vendors who install AWATTS.  When questioned, the Airport Manager commented on the role of Carol Ford and reported on the status of certain grants.  Commissioner Frontella, further asked about electrical service to the hangars.

b.   Commissioner Gulko

Commissioner Gulko announced that he would be attending the Association of California Airports (ACA) conference at Lake Tahoe next week.  He also asked staff to notify Mattos Newspapers regarding the airport fly-in.

c.  Commissioner Trujillo

Commissioner Trujillo asked for an update on the Vasi lights and also commented that a meeting should be conducted to view the grant-writer’s contract.
