9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a.   Continued Public Hearing/Resolution 2008-2086 – Establishing a Comprehensive Fee Schedule

The Community Development Director gave his staff report explaining the history of the process.  The City Council reviewed the proposed fees.  The Community Development Director proposed increasing the General Plan Maintenance Fees to $300 indicating the nexus is based upon the buildout called for in the General Plan.

Mayor Ford opened the continued public hearing.  With no comments from the public, Mayor Ford closed the public hearing.

After discussion, Council member  Bonta made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-2086 Establishing a Comprehensive Fee and Rate Schedule with the change to the General Plan Maintenance Fee.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira.  Council member Garcia made a motion to waive the reading.  Seconded by Council member Bonta.  Motion carried 5-0.

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  Mayor Ford opened the public hearing.  With no comment offered from the public, Mayor Ford closed the public hearing.

c.   Resolution 2008-2092 Requesting the Board of Supervisors of the County of Merced to Provide for the Consolidation of a General Municipal Election and a Ballot Measure Proposition with the State General Election to be held on November 4, 2008

The City Manager gave her staff report. The City Attorney noted some text changes needed in the resolution.

After discussion, Council member Bonta made a motion to approve and waive the reading of  Resolution 2008-2092 Requesting the Board of Supervisors of the County of Merced to Provide for the Consolidation of a General Municipal Election and a Ballot Measure Proposition with the State General Election to be held on November 4, 2008 as amended.  Seconded by Council member Amaral.

d.   Authorization for Advertising for Requests for Proposals for City Auditor

The City Manager gave her report.  After discussion, Council member Garcia made a motion to authorize staff to advertise for requests for proposal for City Auditor.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira.  Motion carried 5-0.

10.  City Department Reports

a.   City Clerk’s Office

The Deputy City Clerk reported on training attended.

b.  Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported on 99 calls for the month of July including false alarms, vegetation fires, structure fires, vehicle fires, accidents, public assistance calls and medical aid calls.  He further indicated that calls were up 100 from this time last year.

c.   Community Development

The Community Development Director reminded the City Council of a workshop on August  7 to review changes to the zoning code and to review the Lafco resolution relating to the city’s sphere of influence. Additionally he reminded the City Council of a special meeting set for August 7 to accept the Borrelli detention basin and accept improvements at Medieros Villa.  

d.   Police Department

The Interim Police Cheif reported on calls for the last two weeks stating there were over 150 calls.  He reported that two officers were chaperoning ten Explorers at an Explorer Acadamy; that furniture and materials had been donated and purchased for the public safety training classroom; that a new patrol car was put into service;  that the firing range had received donated materials for upgrades; that testing would take place soon to establish an eligibility list for a vacant position.  He further stated that a Town Hall meeting co-sponsored by the school district would take place August 21 to discuss gang awareness; that a curriculum had been established for a citizen’s academy that would encourage civic volunteerism.

11.  City Manager Reports

a.   Grant Status

The City Manager reported that a USDA Planning Grant was received for economic development infrastructure planning.  She further relayed that the City was denied a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) for first time home buyers.  The City Council was informed that staff would be applying for a technical assistance grant in the amount of $35,000 for development of its housing element.

b.   Recycle Bins

The City Manager said that the proposed location for the recycle bins will likely need costly improvements and that staff will bring the item back to the City Council for further review of alternate locations.

c.   Oktoberfesta Fund Raiser

The City Council was informed of a chicken take-out dinner on August 18 to raise funds for the Oktoberfesta. 

d.   Infrastructure Committee Meeting

The City Manager reminded the Infrastructure Subcommittee meeting to take place on Thursday August 13 to discuss well sights.

e.   Onsite Airport Facilitator

The City Manager announced that Paul Blades was hired as the Onsite Airport Facilitator to relieve public works staff for maintenance needs at the airport. 

12.  City Council Reports

a.   Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia said he was looking forward to the upcoming workshops, including the discussion of water wells and water storage.   He further thanked the Community Development Director for his hard work on completion of old projects.

b.. Council member Bonta

Council member Bonta announced a West side Healthcare Taskforce Thursday, August 7.  He further announced that he and the City Manager would be meeting with representatives from UC Merced to discuss partnering with researchers from Lawrence Livermore Labs to pursue grants to bring a production facility to Gustine.  He also referred a dead tree to staff for action.

c.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira asked that police make an effort to inform the public that police cars parked outside city hall do not represent the amount of officers on duty but are simply parked due to the condemnation of the parking structure.  The Interim Police Chief reported that he addressed the matter in his commentary in the local newspaper.  Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira  announced he would miss the next meeting in to attend transportation related meetings with MCAG in Duluth, MN.

d.   Mayor Ford

Mayor Ford asked staff to research possible locations, including city properties, for a possible bio-fuel venture proposed by an interested party.  

13.  Closed Session
