h.   Relocation of Recycling Facility to Old Dump Site

Recommendation: Discuss and provide direction for the relocation of the recycling facility to the old dump site and authorize expenditure of funds up to $12,000 for signage, fencing, and advertisement.

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  

After discussion Council member Bonta made a motion to relocate the recycling facility to the old dump site and authorize expenditure of funds to come from account 94-000—40-01 Sale of Property.  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent).
i.   Resolution 2008-2095 Amendments to Storm Drainage Master Plan 

Recommendation: Motion to adopt Resolution 2008-2095 Amending the City of Gustine Storm Drainage Master Plan.

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  The City Engineer was available for questions.

The City Council discussed changes to be made to the amendments.  Council member Bonta then made a motion to adopt Resolution 2008-2095 Amending the City of Gustine Storm Drainage Master Plan (Exhibit A) and the City of Gustine Improvement Standards and Sepcifications, Section 5- Storm Drainage (Exhibit B).  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent).

j.   Securing Perimeter (Fencing) of Storm Drain Basin

Recommendation: Discuss and provide direction to the City Manager for the securing perimeter (fencing) of storm drain basin.

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  The City Engineer was available for questions.  After discussion, staff direction was given to pursue a rail-style fence on three sides with a ditch on the fourth side.

k.   Broken Hearts on Roadway Program 

Recommendation: Discuss and provide direction to City Manager for the Broken Hearts on Roadway Program   

Leonard Holmquist, Gustine resident, gave a presentation on the proposed program.  The City Manager and Community Development Director gave a staff report.  After discussion, the City Council directed staff to provide research to the Cal Trans committee.

l.   Resolution 2008-2097 2008-2096 Requiring All Future Development to Participate in the Pending Public Facility Fee Program

Recommendation: Adopt Resolution 2008-20972096 as submitted

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  

After discussion, Council member Bonta made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-2097 2008-2096 Requiring All Future Development to Participate in the Pending Public Facility Fee Program.  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent).

m.   2008-2009 Street Project and Drive Access Improvements to Schmidt Park

Recommendation: Authorize the City Manager to proceed with the 2008-2009 Street Project and with the Drive Access to Schmidt Park

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  The City Engineer was available for questions.

Mark Melville, Gustine resident, made a comment.  

After discussion, Council member Bonta made a motion to authorize the City Manager to proceed with the 2008-2009 Street Project and with the drive access to Schmidt Park.  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 3-0 (2 absent).

10.  City Department Reports

a.   Community Development

The Community Development Director reported on an alley clean up, tree removals, tennis court light repair, street sign installation, scoreboard repaired, and the relocation of the Chevron sign at the Airport.

b.   Police Department

The Interim Police Chief stated that there were 208 calls over the last few weeks; that six Explorers were sent to training in San Diego; that a second patrol car was purchased; and gave details on the upcoming Town Hall meeting related to gang awareness. 

11.  City Manager Reports

a.   Oktoberfesta Fundraiser

The City Manager thanked all the volunteers who helped with the Oktoberfesta fundraiser.

b.   Wetlands

The City Manager reported that staff was reviewing a proposal to open up some of the City’s wetlands for duck hunting which would be privatley managed.  The item would be brought back to the City Council for review.

c.   Gun Safety

The City Manager stated that gun safety classes would be offered soon by Tom Homan at City Hall.

d.   Town Hall Meeting

The City Council was informed that the Gang Awareness meeting would take place Thursday, August 21 and that hot dogs would be served.

Council member Garcia commented on the Oktoberfesta fundraiser and wetland usage for the hunting clubs.

b.   Mayor Ford

Mayor Ford asked the Community Development Director what the process would be to cause new development to pay for public safety.  The Community Development Director gave detail on Mello Roos districts or community facilities fees which would cover long term operating costs.  The Mayor questioned the Administrative Services Manager about some budget items.
