9.  City of Gustine Administrative Agenda

a.   Health Insurance for City Staff

Recommendation:  That the City Council review and approve a new health care coverage provider for all staff
Mayor Ford abstained from discussion and vote on the item citing a conflict of interest.  The Administrative Services Manager gave her staff report.  Tammy Gray of Rico Pfitzer Pires was available for questions.  

After discussion, Council member Amaral made a motion to approve the proposed health care coverage for staff.  Seconded by Council member Schultz.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 abstaining).

b.   Airport and Planning Commission Vacant and Expired Seats
Recommendation: That the City Council extend the application period for three Airport Commission seats and two Planning Commission seats until January 16, 2009.

The City Clerk gave a staff report.  After discussion, the City Council directed staff to extend the application period for open Airport and Planning Commission seats until the end of January with appointments to take place the first regular meeting in February.

The City Manager gave her staff report. 10.  City Department Reports

a.  City Clerk

The City Clerk reported on efforts by staff to obtain monies from any economic stimulus funds that may be approved by the Federal legislators.  She further reported that Self Help Enterprises had submitted 21 building permit applications.

b.   Administrative Services

The Administrative Services Manager reminded the City Council about an upcoming staff Christmas party.

c.   Police Department

The Acting Police Chief updated the City Council on the Gustine PAL organization inucluding a donation received, programs provided in 2008 and upcoming programs in 2009.  He further reported that operating costs could double when the School district adopts fees for facilities use.  The City Council was informed that AVOID, a  D.U.I. enforcement operation, would be in progress and finally, that the city’s administrative citation policy had been implemented and seemed to be effective.

11.  City Manager Reports

a. Public Address System

The City Manager thanked Environmental Management Services for their donation towards a public address system, which would be a great benefit to citizens attending City Council meetings.  She further thanked Gilton Solid Waste for their donation, as well.

b.   Requests for Proposal/Qualifications

The City Manager reported that the city was soliciting proposals and qualifications for a Public Works Director and had already done the same for Planning Services. She stated that she would bring rates back to the City Council at the next meeting.  

c.   The Bus

The City Manager invited the City Council to a meeting with Larry Shanklin from The Bus on Monday, December at 9:30 a.m. to learn about busing services in Gustine.

12.  City Council Reports

a.   Council member Schultz

Council member Schultz gave updates on meetings attended including a MCEDCO luncheon, the League of California Cities quarterly meeting, and the Hillview Packing Christmas luncheon.  He further commented on pool drain cover requirements, the recycling drop-off location, public access to the agenda and announced that the Lion’s Club Food Drive would take place next Friday. 

b.   Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia thanked EMS and Gilton for their donations; reported on    Fire Department search and rescue training and wished everyone happy holdiays.

c.   Council member Amaral

Council member Amaral also expressed appreciation to EMS and Gilton and wished everyone happy holidays.  

d.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira reported on discussions at the recent Westside Healthcare Advisory Board meeting; thanked EMS for the donation; expressed dissatisfaction with Comcast’s cable service; discussed potential impacts of the Westpark project, along with potential mitigation; and finally reminded residents to place donations on their porches for the Lion’s Club Food Drive.

Mayor Ford thanked EMS for the support and invited everyone to an open house at   Fords Farm Supply.  The City Manager thanked the Mayor for his generous donation to the staff Christmas party.
