10.  City Department Reports

a.   Administrative Services 

The Administrative Services Manager invited the City Council to a barbecue organized by city staff set for Sunday, August 24.
b.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief distributed a hand-out that gave details of a commercial structure fire near Diamond Foods.  He went on to update the City Council on the department’s Family Night, calls for the month of June, equipment testing, and an upcoming breakfast fundraiser.  

c.   Community Development

The Community Development Director gave details on proposed user fees to be agendized at the next meeting; on proposed impact fees to be reviewed in August; and on the status of the zone code update including the zoning maps.   

d.   Police Department

The Interim Police Chief gave arrest and call statistics; gave an update of an ongoing homocide investigation; reported on training efforts including homocide investigation training and range qualifications.  He further informed that one officer would be leaving employment for medical reasons.
11.  City Manager Reports

a.   Staff Appreciation

The City Manager expressed appreciation to Roberta Casteel and Alison Arias in the Finance Department for their hard work on the Budget.  She further thanked Jake Raper, Community Development Director for wrapping up unfinished projects.

b.   Staff Meeting

The City Council was advised that all city staff would be meeting on July 15.  An employee incentive program for revenue generating or cost savings ideas would be discussed.
c.   Fire Department Family Night

The City Manager stated that the Fire Department’s Family Night was very enjoyable.

d.   Gustine Rotary

The City Manger stated she was very impressed with the great accomplishments of the Gustine Rotary.

12.  City Council Reports

a.   Council member Amaral

When questioned, the Interim Police Chief noted that the impending officer vacancy would be temporarilly filled by a reserve officer and that advertising had taken place to create an eligibility list for the position.  Council member Amaral commended both  the Gustine Rotary and the Public Works crew.  He further received an update from resident Rick Nagle on an application with the Federal Communications Commission for a radio signal. 

b.   Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia expressed gratitude to all of the city staff and commented that 65 years of service is a wonderful attribute for the Gustine Rotary.  

c.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira thanked the public works crew and the Gustine Rotary; commented that the Fire Department’s barbecue was a great event; wished everyone a Happy Fourth of July and encouraged attendance to the public hearings for the Westpark project,which could have a tremendous impact on Gustine.

d.   Mayor Ford

Mayor Ford wished everyone a Happy Fourth of July and car show the following weekend.  He further commented that service provided by service groups like the Rotary would not happen without them.
