Mayor Ford stated that the second reading of Ordinance 442 would take place at the August 5, 2008 meeting.

10.  City Department Reports

a.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported that the tractor pull and Fourth of July fireworks took place without incident; that the annual family night and the annual breakfast were successful events; and that the Goman Center had been opened as a cooling center on two occassions.  

b.  Recreation Department

The Recreation Director announced the fishing derby would take place August 9; that the co-ed softball season was underway; gave additional details regarding the scoreboard and updated the City Council on the summer pool programs.

c.  City Clerk Department 

The Deputy City Clerk stated she would be attending training in the upcoming weeks and that she was working to get future agenda packets online.

d.  Administrative Services

The Administrative Services Manager reminded the City Council of the July 22 budget workshop; an all staff meeting on July 16 and an employee family barbecue on August 24.

e.  Community Development

The Community Development Director stated that interviews had taken place for an airport facilitator; the zone code was scheduled for the Planning Commission’s review on July 21 and public hearing on July 28; that the zoning map would be reviewed at a later time; and that Wildan and Associates had begun work on the impact fee study for City Council review in August.

f.  Police Department

The Interim Police Chief reported on calls received in the last two weeks, resulting in 10 arrests, 16 violations, and 58 reports.  He further reported that a town hall meeting was planned for August 7 regarding gang awareness; that staff was working to put together a citizens acadamy; that the neighborhood watch program will be promoted on the local cable channel and that upgrades had been made to patrol car computers.

a.  Council member Amaral

Council member Amaral inquired about garbage rate increase and asked Council member Garcia to give an update on the Downtown Revitalization Committee meeting.

b.  Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia relayed that attendance to the Downtown Revitalization Committee meeting was low but the group was still proceeding with the painting project.  He also commended the firefighters on a great breakfast event.  

c.  Council member Bonta

Council member Bonta commented on a meeting attended with some researchers who are interested in a research/production facility in Gustine.

d.  Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira thanked the fire department for a great breakfast and stated that the west side auto show was a great event.  He shared that the City of Patterson utilized helicopter enforcement for illegal fireworks.

e.  Mayor Ford

When questioned by the Mayor, the Deputy City Clerk stated that the City Manager was interveiwing new consulting firms and looking into a new team within Quadknopf to complete work on the redevelopment project.  Mayor Ford confirmed that the impact fees would be reviewed at the second meeting in August.
