The Community Development Director gave his staff report.

Mayor Ford opened the public hearing.  With no comments from the public, Mayor Ford closed the public hearing.

After discussion, Council member Bonta made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-2102 Approving Submittal of an Application to the State Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program; Committing Local Leverage; Authorizing the City Manager to Execute the Grant Agreement and Act on the City’s Behalf for Matters Pertaining to the Application.  Seconded by Council member Garcia.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent)
b.   Second Reading Ordinance 444 - An Ordinance of the People of the City of Gustine Amending Title 9 “Taxation” of the Gustine Municipal Code by Adding Chapter 7, “Gustine Vital City Services Protection Measure General Transactions (Sales) and Use Tax” to be Administered by the State Board of Equalization.

2. Motion to Waive Second Reading and Adopt Ordinance 444

The Deputy City Clerk gave a staff report noting that the Ordinance would only go into effect if passed by the voters of Gustine at the November 4, 2008 election.

After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to waive the second reading and adopt Ordinance 444 - An Ordinance of the People of the City of Gustine Amending Title 9 “Taxation” of the Gustine Municipal Code by Adding Chapter 7, “Gustine Vital City Services Protection Measure General Transactions (Sales) and Use Tax” to be Administered by the State Board of Equalization.  Seconded by Council member Garcia Ordinance 444 was passed by the following roll call vote:

c.   Resolution 2008-2103 – Establishing a Waiting List Policy and Program for Rental of Hangars and Tie Downs at the Gustine Municipal Airport
Recommendation:

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  Mark Melville, Gustine resident, commented on the policy.  Lynn Schultz, Gustine resident commented on the policy.

After discussion Council member Bonta made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-2103 – Establishing a Waiting List Policy and Program for Rental of Hangars and Tie Downs at the Gustine Municipal Airport.  Seconded by Council member Garcia   Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent).

d.   Program to Accommodate Privately Owned Hangars at Gustine Municipal Airport

Recommendation:  Recommend approval of concept and authorize the City Manager to develop a program that will accommodate privately-owned hangars at the Gustine Municipal Airport.

The Community Development Director gave his staff report.  

After discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira made a motion to authorize the City Manager to investigate and bring back a program that will accommodate privately-owned hangars at the Gustine Municipal Airport.  Seconded by Council member Bonta.  Motion carried 4-0 (1 absent).  

10.  City Department Reports

a.   City Clerk’s Department

The Deputy City Clerk reminded the City Council of a workshop to be held September 22 at 6:30 p.m.  She further reported on an Airport Commission vacancy; on an upcoming Conflict of Interest policy; that the Zone Code had been sent out for codification; that the City Manager and two Airport Commissioners were attending the Association of California Airports Annual Conference and that the Budget, the General Plan, and the Zone Code had been uploaded to the City’s website. She also relayed that she had received over $1,000 in scholarships to attend City Clerk training and was half way through the certification process.

b.   Administrative Services

The Administrative Services Manager reported that a Request for Proposal had been issued to solicit a new auditor.  She also stated that she would be advertising for rental of the Al Goman Center in the local newspaper.

c.   Fire Department

The Fire Chief reported on calls over the weekend during the Annual Our Lady of Miracles celebration and annuounced that the Fire Department’s Annual Lady’s Night was scheduled for October 4.

d.   Community Development Department

The Community Development Director reported that the Airport Commission formed an ad-hoc committee to discuss non-flyable aircraft. 

e.   Police Department

The Interim Police Chief reported on calls for service or assistance over the past two weeks, totalling 168 and further detailed the activity and arrests made during the  Annual Our Lady of Miracles celebration.  He went on to state that 15 police officer applicants were tested recently in Modesto; both written and physical agility tests were adiminstered.

11.  City Manager Reports

a.   Grant Awarded

The Administrative Services Manager reported on behalf of the City Manager that the City had been awarded an Economic Development Administration (EDA) grant through Merced County Economic Development Corporation (MCEDCO) in conjunction with Atwater and Los Banos.  The $35,000 shared grant was to be used for industrial park planning.
12.  City Council Reports

a.   Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira 

Mayor Pro Tem Oliveira announced that he attended the annual LAFCO convention where discussions surrounded Proposition 375, the lack of oversight by LAFCO on counties, and water issues.  He also stated he would be attending the League of California Cities annual conference in Long Beach next week.

b.   Council member Garcia

Council member Garcia requested that staff provide a status on the search for well sights; requested that the Police Department investigate a dangerous intersection at First Avenue and Fifth Street during the morning hours; and stated he was looking forward to the League of California Cities annual conference in Long Beach.  He went on to detail a meeting he attended with the property owner of Valley Market an unopened grocery store downtown.

c.   Council member Bonta

Council member Bonta requested that staff research embedded lights in upcoming discussions with Caltrans and commended the Police Department on keeping violence to a minimum.  He also announced an upcoming meeting at U.C. Merced with the researchers from Lawrence Livermore Labs on the crystal growing project.  He indicated the group would be disgussing grants and a research collaberation.  

d.   Mayor Ford

Mayor Ford asked staff about hangar vacancies.  The Community Development Director responded that there were three vacancies with enough interest to fill all three.
