We seem to be having many thunderstorms these days. Here are some tips 
regarding lightning: 
•	 Stay indoors and away from electrical appliances. Avoid using phones or 

showers. If caught outdoors, don't stand near tall objects, like trees or utility poles. 
• In open country, drop to your knees, bend forward so that your head is lower than your 
back, put your hands on your thighs, but don't let your head touch the ground. Don't lie flat 
on the ground. 
Stay away from open water. Avoid metal objects such as clotheslines, wire fences, rails, golf 
carts, bicycles and farm machinery.
