TENTATIVE TIMELINE SET FOR STORAGE
FACILITY CONSTRUCTION

In response to an enthusiastic vote of approval
by ehoreepvinéry, tentatived consthuetiond plahso
have been established by Hal Edwards, chair,
and the ad hoc Storage Facility Committee. Hal
and Jerry Volf, who is helping oversee progress,
met with a group of contractors on Friday,
March 20, to finalize specifications for bidding
on the job.

Approval by the Architectural Review Commit-
tee is expected at a meeting on April 2. ARC
approval is based on assuring that the new
building will be consistent with existing club-
house design.

Bids will be presented to The Falls Owners As-
sociation Board at an executive session on April
7th. Construction is expected to begin within a
few weeks after the Board awards a contract.

Construction is expected to take six to eight
weeks on the 20 by 20 foot structure. During
construction, the east door to the clubhouse

will be closed off and the construction area
fenced for safety. Homeowners can access
the clubhouse using the key pad, which will

be moved to the kitchen door (on the south
side of the clubhouse) during construction.

Barring unforeseen difficulties with weather and
other conditions beyond control of the commit-
tee and the Board, we should have an up and
useable storage facility at the clubhouse right
around the Fourth of July.

Much appreciation is due Hal and his commit-
tee, as well as all the supportive homeowners
who voted for the project.
