This past month we all received, along with the
bill for Ridge dues, a notice that required us to
purchase new street address signs. The reason

Consistency has not been a concern in the past.
In fact, just the reverse has been the case. The
Ridge has been built with an eye to meeting the
diverse needs of many types of people - those
who live here full time, those who own a vaca-
tion home, and those who opt for owning in-
come generating rental property.

Furthermore, the Architectural Review Commit-
tee has, within the
Falls, approved dozens, if not hundreds, of
homes that did not have this consistency. In
fact, the consistency track record of ARC is
abysmal. It only takes a quick drive around the
Ridge to find a dozen examples of inconsisten-
cies in ARC approved

sign with another one at this point is both arro-
gant and capricious. If you have an extra $75 to
hand over to someone, donate it to a homeless
shelter or food bank.

Here are some great ideas for things to do together:

Outside In Play Cafe in Redmond (845 17th Street, just off Highland Ave.). This beautifully deco-
rated facility in a small strip mall has wonderful, active play equipment and space for children up to
about age seven, and also serves food and beverages with extra comfortable seating for their
watching grandparents.

Working Wonders Children's Museum is located in the Old Mill District in Bend. All activities are
interactive. Kids can play in the grocery store, make pizzas (not real), take care of stuffed animals in
the veterinary clinic, climb a climbing wall, and even put on a TV weather report. They have a spe-
cial play area for toddlers. There's a fee, but you can spend many hours there. This is great for the
younger kids.

Crescent Moon Alpaca Ranch is just west of Terrebonne. They are open from 9:00 to 5:00, seven
days a week, and itodés free. You can wander by

Sun Mountain Fun Center in Bend (http://www.sunmountainfun.com). SMFC has miniature golf,
bowling, arcade games, and many other fun activities, such as Water Wars, and go-karts.
