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MAINTAINING YOUR HOMEôS  

SEPTIC SYSTEM

There have been some recent inquiries regard-
ing the maintenance of the septic systems of 
our homes. Here are some things to keep in 
mind regarding this important maintenance: 
 
1. Most of our houses have a single, 1100-
gallon tank, which collects the waste from our 
homes. Inside the tank are a filter and a pump. 
The pump operates when the liquid level trips a 
float switch and sends the liquid up into the 
pipes of the main system. On the side of our 
houses is a gray colored control box that has an 
alarm, which will activate when the system mal-
functions.  The tanks have two green colored 
access lids, one for maintaining the pump and 
filter screen and the other for pumping out the 
ñsolidò waste. 
 
2. Depending on the elevation from the tank to 
the ñstreetò level we may have a low head pump 
or we may have a high head pump to get the 
liquid from the tank to the sewer system pipes 
and ultimately to the secondary treatment facility 
of Cline Butte Utility. 
 
3. The system works like this: The solids accu-
mulate in the tank and naturally decompose 
over time, resulting  in ñsludgeò. The filter screen 
keeps the solids from entering the pump and 
getting pumped into the secondary system. 
Over time, the sludge will build up and will need 
to be pumped out of the tank before it over fills 
into the filter and gets into the pump mecha-
nism, shortening the life of the pump. 
 
4. Therefore proper maintenance of the system 
requires a couple of things: 
 
 a. Every 2-3 years have the filter screen  
     checked and cleaned. 
 b. Every 5-7 years have the tank sludge     
     pumped out. If you are a part time resi-
     dent, after the first pump out, you may  
     be able to extend this longer depend- 
     ing on what you find on the first pump 
     out.

5.  Companies that offer service on your system 
include: 
 
 a. Cline Butte Utilities 
 b. Bledsoeôs 
 c. McDonaldôs 
 d. Linnôs 
 
6. The cost of pumping out your tank is currently 
around 22 cents per gallon, or about $250 if the 
tank is full. If you donôt have the tank pumped 
out, and the resultant overflowing with sludge 
damages the pump, the pump will have to be 
replaced. 
 
The cost of replacing the pump is approximately 
$250 dollars for a low head pump or $350 dol-
lars for a high head pump and a couple of hours 
of labor at around $75 dollars an hour. With 
proper maintenance a pump should last 15 
years. If neglected, it may fail within ten years.
