Older Persons Act (HOPA), under which The
Falls is entitled to certain exemptions from Fair
Housing laws. The committee has determined
that we are in compliance with all requirements
as long as we make clear in sales and lease

documents that we are a
Community . We have therefore recommended
to The Falls Owners Association (TFOA) Board
that a line be added to the sign at the entrance
to include the words n55

mittee also recommended that the Board send a
letter to the Central Oregon Realtors Associa-
tion reminding them that any advertisement for
sale or lease of a house in the Falls must con-
tain the 55 and Older designation. That letter
has been sent. This requirement also applies to
owners selling or leasing their homes.

A STATE BILL WITH A STRONG LOCAL CONNECTION

An initiative is working its way through the Oregon Legislature to designate U.S. 97 as a World War
Il Veterans Historic Highway. Several residents of The Falls and Eagle Crest have provided strong
and able support toward moving this bill through the legislature. The following page of this news-
letter displays a map of the proposed locations where Oregon World War Il events will be

cited .

Falls residents Hugh Field, Margaret Young, Dick Canright, and Lee Flegel, as well as former Falls
homeowners Sally and Steve Kessler, are among many groups and individuals who contributed let-
ters of support. Comments from their letters provide insights into the events and emotions of those
historic times.

Hugh Field grew up in Bend during WW II. He remembers military aircraft training anecdotes, from a
time when what is now Roberts Field airport was Redmond Army Airfield. His family was pro-active
in welcoming soldiers to their home for Sunday dinner.

Many Oregonians are not aware of our WW Il history. The Great Hall at Sunriver was built as the
Officer Club for Camp Abbot, where 90,000 Combat Engineers were headquartered. Camp Abbot
was home to the Oregon Maneuver, the largest WW Il training exercise in the Northwest. Close to
200,000 troops trained in seven Oregon counties east of the Cascades.

A US Marine Corps Recuperative Hospital and barracks were located in Klamath Falls, at the site
now occupied by Oregon Institute of Technology.

US Navy and USMC air crews were assigned to Ad-
vanced Combat Refresher Training at the Naval Air Station, Klamath Falls.

And for a most telling, and chilling, bit of Oregon history, the only U.S. mainland civilian casualties of
WW Il were east of Bly, in south Central Oregon. Six people died when a Japanese rice paper in-
cendiary balloon exploded in the Fremont National Forest. Five of the six were children.
