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Under the direction of Hal Edwards and his
committee, final accounting is complete on the
new storage facility. The committee is happy to
report that it came in within budget and on a
very timely schedule.

A total of $18,370 was collected via a special
assessment of homeowners. This fund was
used totally for construction of the facility, and
t he remai ning costs
over o funds i n t he
budget for the building, shelves, carts, and land-
scaping was $28,000. With all bills paid to date,
the job cost $27,174.10. Hal says they only
need to install a key pad on the door to com-
plete the work. It will cost approximately $150.

New carts for transporting tables and chairs into
and out of the clubhouse have been delivered.
Hal 6s fi nal i nvoi ce
ment to make rolling the carts as easy as possi-
ble. (See page 5 for more information in the
Maintenance Moment.)

Actual construction cost, including downspouts
and gutters, was $20,686, paid to Thistle Con-
struction. Landscaping by PLM cost $2,469.

Installation of shelves was done by volunteer
labor, and thanks to our talented and hardwork-
ing owners it was done at a cost of only $152.
New carts cost $2,582, and the doorsill en-
hancement to ease their passage was $42.10.
An architectural fee and building application fee
came to $900, and there were some incidental
expenses for bookkeeping, printing, and post-

age. Kudos to Hal and his committee!

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POLICY APPROVED FOR DISPOSAL
OF RESERVE ASSETS

As assets of an owners association become
damaged, unusable, beyond repair or obsolete,
their disposal must be handled expeditiously
and equitably, so that limited space is not used
to store such items.

The Falls Owners Association Board of Direc-
tors on August 11 adopted a policy for such dis-
posal. Under the new policy, acceptable meth-
ods of disposal include vendor trade-in, sale
through a public bidding process to members of
The Falls Owners Association, donation to a
qualified not-for-profit or public service organiza-
tion, or removal of any usable parts, and recy-
cling or disposing of in an environmentally ap-
propriate manner.

Choice of the appropriate disposal option usu-
ally depends on the nature of the item or items
and on current market value. The final disposi-
tion method must be approved by the Board.

Public sale should only be undertaken when
there is a monetary gain of greater than $500
expected. If this method is selected by the
Board, offers from potential purchasers shall be
obtained through a sealed-bid process, with the
item going to the highest bidder. Proceeds of
disposal in this manner are to be credited to the
reserve account.

Recommendation for disposal of obsolete or un-
usable items is the shared responsibility of the
Finance and Maintenance Committees.

The treasurer of the association will review all
disposals, and make appropriate budget adjust-
ments and accounting entries. In all cases, dis-
posal of assets must be reported to ensure they
are removed from the reserve asset list.

Appreciation to Linda Klein, who drew on her
experience as financial officer of an Oregon
non-profit organization to draft the policy docu-
ment, which was then fine-tuned by the TFOA
Board.

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PROPANE TANK INSTALLATIONS IN THE FALLS~~DO WE HAVE A PROBLEM?

A couple of weeks ago, a driver from Co-Energy told a Falls resident that her propane tank installa-
tion didnét meet building codes and that he coul
The Falls could have a big problem, so an Ad Hoc

It turns out that some, perhaps all, of the propane tank installations in The Falls are not to code.
This i sndt as serious as it -BnergynkarsStaub afdhothery areirp a n e
the business of selling propane, not in the business of enforcing building codes. They now say that
deliveries are not a problem. So no problem ther

But some information may be useful. Here are the rules governing propane tank installation that are
relevant for Falls residents:

It is permissible to conceal LP  -Gas tanks.

Wood fencing may be permitted under the following guidelines:
The fencing candét be higher than 12 inches ab
The bottom of the fencing has a 6 inch clearance above grade.
Fencing shall be a minimum of 36 inches horizontally from all sides of the tank. Tanks under
125 gallons can be next to the house with the remaining sides 36 inches away.
Gates shall not be locked
Storage shall not be allowed within the enclosure
Weeds and grass shall be maintained so they do not create a fire hazard in the enclosure.

Electrical devices like air handlers for heat pumps must be 5 feet away from the pressure
relief valve on the tank.

The primary concerns of the Fire Marshall 6s of fi
1) Pocketing of escaping gas
2) Interference with application of cooling water by fire departments
3) Redirection of flames against containers
4) Impeding the egress of personnel in an emergency.

1) Dondét use the enclosure for storage, espec

out, and remove any weeds growing in the enclosure.

2) Permanently close and seal crawl space vents that are within 36 inches of the regulator
(the round mechanism under the tank6és dome
and caulk them to make the closure permanent.

3) If your enclosure has a gate, keep it unlocked.

4) The enclosure must have 6 inches of clearance from its lower surface to the ground.

5) Remove dead grass or plants for 10 feet fr
materials within 10 feet.
