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Kathy Persing will lead The Falls Own-
ers Association Board of Directors for 
the coming year.  She was elected 
president during the business session 
held at the conclusion of the Annual 
Meeting on July 21. Jack Wisemiller 
will continue as vice-president, new 
board member Jerry Volf will serve as 
secretary, and Bob Benedict will con-
tinue as treasurer.  Peter Segall was re
-elected to the Board in an election that 
saw each of the two candidates receive 
105 votes.  With two candidates run-
ning for two seats, voting was light.  
Only 68.7% of homeowners returned 
ballots. 
 
A highlight of the Annual Meeting was 
acknowledgment for their years of service  
to The Falls presented to Ken Benshoof, 
outgoing TFOA president, and to Darrell 
Cooksley, another long-term resident who has 
provided service in many capacities for The 
Falls.  Most recently he was chair of the Mainte-
nance Committee.  Both have given literally 
years of time to make this neighborhood an out-
standing place to live. 
 
At the close of the Annual Meeting, the new 
Board met with Architectural Review Committee 
(ARC) coordinator Rick Pareô to discuss issues 
around the ARC demand that new street ad-
dress signs be purchased.   The Board decided 
that although ARC is not under the jurisdiction 
of the Ridge Board, a letter would be sent to 
both ARC and the Ridge Board protesting this 

 

 

requirement.  A majority of residents of The 
Falls have expressed opposition to making any 
change to the street address signs at this time.

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NEW CLUBHOUSE USE GUIDELINES 

APPROVED  
 

Revised guidelines for use of The Falls club-
house have been approved by TFOA Board of 
Directors.  Peter Segall, chair of the Clubhouse 
Use (formerly Reservations) Committee, pre-
sented the revisions at the July 14 meeting of 
the Board. 
 
The new guidelines remove all reference to the 
ñDeclarantò as a participant in clubhouse deci-
sions, since C Corp has turned over all Falls op-
erations to the homeowners association.   
 
The section listing acceptable functions for club-
house use has added ñPrivate non-family 
functions for TFOA members who are also 
members of a non -profit organization.ò This 
means that homeowners who wish to host a 
meeting of a non -profit in which they are active 
may now do so. 
 
Cleaning guidelines have also been revised.  
Homeowners may now either pay the current 
cleaning fee to hire the cleaning company or  do 
all cleaning themselves.  Previously, homeown-
ers were required  to hire the cleaning company 
under certain conditions. 
 
Non-TFOA members may not reserve the 
clubhouse nor have the clubhouse reserved 
for them by a TFOA member.   This specific 
addition results from requests by outsiders who 
have asked members to reserve the clubhouse 
for them.  It points up, too, that our clubhouse is 
seen as a valuable asset in the community.  
Residents who are leasing homes in The Falls 
are welcome and encouraged to attend all open 
functions at the clubhouse, but they may not re-
serve it for personal use. 
 
There is no usage fee for functions open to all 
Falls homeowners, such as Social Committee 
parties and such ongoing activities as Game 
Night and Bridge or Mah-Jongg sessions.  For 
all private functions, the usage fee will be $2.00 
per person for each TFOA member, and $4.00 
per person for non-members. 
 
All other sections of the guidelines remain the 
same.

SURVEY FORMS NOW AVAILABLE AT 

THE CLUBHOUSE 
 
Many Falls residents have already filled out and 
returned the forms for the age survey which is 
required under the Housing for Older Persons 
Act (HOPA).  Forms are available at the club-
house , along with a locked box in which to 
place them.  Information on the forms will re-
main strictly confidential. 
 
HOPA regulations require that a survey be con-
ducted and maintained on an annual basis to 
assure that residents meet the ñ55 and Olderò 
age requirement.  This requirement is outlined 
in Article 6 of the bylaws.  Meeting this require-
ment exempts The Falls from certain HUD re-
quirement. 
 
Kathy Persing, Article 6 Committee chair, pre-
sented the survey forms for approval by the 
TFOA Board at the July regular meeting.  In ad-
dition to approving the forms, the Board also 
gave approval for allowing up to 16% of Falls 
residences to be occupied by persons under 
age 55.  This is allowable under HOPA regula-
tions. Kathy expressed appreciation to Bill 
Saling, who assisted in identifying some poten-
tial security problems with the forms. 
 
Any listing information for sale or lease of 
homes in The Falls must specify that this is an 
ñage 55 or olderò community.  The wording has 
also been added to our main entry sign. 
 
Be sure to complete and return your survey 
form.  Residents who do not return the forms 
will be contacted personally in order to meet this 
requirement.
