Representatives of the Board have met with
Ridge management to discuss resolution of
these problems.

Construction of a much needed storage facility
is still under consideration. Hal Edwards and
his committee have spent considerable time and
effort in exploring options for the storage area.

At the November meeting, attended by a re-
cord 31 homeowners , TFOA Board voted to
amend the Clubhouse Use policy to include a

RIDGE BOARD RESCINDS
BUDGET APPROVAL

In a special meeting held on November 14, the
Board of Directors of the Ridge Owners Asso-
ciation (RECOA) rescinded its previous ap-
proval of the 2009 Ridge Budget. It had been
announced at the Ridge Annual Meeting that
dues would be increased by approximately
15%, although Ed Onimus, non-Board member
Treasurer, was not prepared to indicate the
amount of dues increase for each Ridge
neighborhood. This uncertainty was deemed
unacceptable.

The RECOA Board also struck a line item of
$49,000 for staffing and operation of the Archi-
tectural Review Committee (ARC), and asked
for a specific detailing of committee costs as
well as appointing more homeowners to ARC.
At present, only two homeowners and three
management staff make up the committee. The
Board also voted to remove half of the amount
allotted for weed abatement in the 2009 budget.

Discussion of the orange fencing along Victoria
Falls Drive resulted in an agreement by man-
agement to meet with representatives of The
Falls Board of Directors to work out an agree-
able solution to the unsightly problem.
