The new fireplace insert has been installed at
the clubhouse.

The remote control for the fireplace is
located in the upper bookcase to the right of the
fireplace. Just open the door, and there it is.

To light and use the fire in the fireplace:

1. Get the remote from the bookcase.

2. Open the glass doors of the fire box.

3. Click the AONO

4. Leave the glass doors open while the
fire is on.

5. When you are ready to leave, click the
AOFFO button.

6. Close the glass doors.

This month, TFOA Board would like to remind
you of what you are required to do in the event
of any change in occupancy of your residence.
These concepts are clearly spelled out in the
document |Initial Bylaws of The Falls Owners
Association, which can be accessed on the
website. This article is intended to give you an
overview of your responsibilities.

If there is any change in occupancy as a result
of transfer of title, a birth or death, change in
marital status, vacancy, change in location of
permanent residence, or otherwise, the owner

change occurs may result in a monetary fine
against the owner and living unit for each day
after the change occurs until the Association re-
ceives the required information.

Board members are not eager to assess fines,
any more than you are to pay them, so they
want to be sure every homeowner in The Falls
Is aware of the requirements.
