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TFOA BOARD TO REQUEST  

SPECIAL ASSESSMENT 
 

At its December meeting, The Falls Owners As-
sociation voted to request funding for the much 
needed storage facility at the clubhouse via a 
small special assessment.  Letters will be sent 
to all owners in the very near future, explaining 
the need for this special fund. 
 
The storage facility is projected to cost approxi-
mately $26,000, a portion of which will be paid 
from carry-over funds in the TFOA operating 
budget.  No increase in dues is anticipated. 
 
The need for more storage space has become 
more and more evident as The Falls population 
has increased.  At the present time, many club-
house items are stored in private homes, where 
they are not only far less accessible but also in 
some cases less well protected from the 
weather.  An onsite storage facility will eliminate 
the problems involved in getting these items 
moved back and forth so they can be used. 
 
Plans are also underway for a committee, led by  
Board members Kathy Persing and Peter 
Segall, to bring The Falls into compliance with 
the age related record keeping required for all 
55 and older retirement communities.  Commit-
tee members will contact residents for verifica-
tion to meet these requirements. 
 
The Board is also engaged in further negotia-
tions regarding removal of the orange construc-
tion fence along Victoria Falls Drive.   
 
The next Board meeting will be January 13, 
10:00 a.m. at the clubhouse.  All owners are 
urged to attend.

By far the most 
important reason for making the change is the 
energy efficiency and benefit to our environ-
ment. LEDs use approximately one-tenth the 
amount of energy, thus saving us significantly 
on our electric bills and allowing us to be better 
stewards of our earth.  In addition, LEDs last up 
to twice as long as the traditional incandescent 
lights, more than offsetting the higher initial cost 
of purchase.  Perhaps the major drawback to 
the LEDs is that their brightness is slightly less 
than that of the incandescents.   Yet all in all, as 
we seek to find ways to save energy, a change 
in our Christmas-lighting habits would be the 
most responsible and cost-saving approach. 
          
This season most stores sold out their LEDs 
quickly, but there may be some end of the sea-
son sales.

PREPARING YOUR  PET FOR  AN EMERGENCY  
From FEMA

If you evacuate your home, DO NOT LEAVE YOUR PETS BEHIND!  Pets most likely cannot survive 
on their own; and if by some remote chance they do, you may not be able to find them when you re-
turn. 
 (For additional information, please contact The Humane Society of the United States.) 
 
Plan for Pet Disaster Needs  
 
¶ Identifying shelter. For public health reasons, many emergency shelters cannot accept pets. Find 

out which motels and hotels in the area you plan to evacuate do allow pets -- well in advance of 
needing them. There are also a number of guides that list hotels/motels that permit pets and could 
serve as a starting point. Include the Redmond Humane Society shelter's number (541-923-0882) 
in your list of emergency numbers -- they might be able to provide information concerning pets 
during a disaster. 

¶ Take pet food, bottled water, medications, veterinary records, cat litter/pan, can opener, food 
dishes, first aid kit and other supplies with you in case they're not available later. While the sun is 
still shining, consider packing a "pet survival" kit which can be easily deployed if disaster hits. 

¶ Prepare a Pet First Aid Kit with the following items 

 ~~Large and small bandages, scissors, tweezers, cotton swabs, antibiotic ointment 

 ~~Hydrogen peroxide (to induce vomiting or clean deep wounds), elastic tape 

 ~~Eye wash (saline), ear cleaning solutions, K-Y jelly (water soluble) 

 ~~Any special medication prescribed by your veterinarian 
 

¶ Make sure identification tags are up to date and securely fastened to your petôs collar.  If possible, 
attach the address and/or phone number of your evacuation site.  If your pet gets lost, his tag is 
his ticket home.  Make sure you have a current photo of your pet for identification purposes. 

 

¶ Make sure you have a secure pet carrier, leash or harness for your pet so that if he panics, he 
canôt escape. 

¶ Animals in Emergencies for Owners  This video, developed by the Chemical Stockpile Emergency 
Preparedness Program (CSEPP)/FEMA, is intended to help pet and livestock owners prepare to 
protect their animals during emergencies. 

 

¶ Call your local emergency management office, or visit the Redmond Humane Society shelter  
(541-923-0882) or animal control office to get advice and information. 

 

¶ If you are unable to return to your home right away, you may need to board your pet.  Find out 
where pet boarding facilities are located.   Be sure to research some outside your local area in 
case local facilities close.

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¶ Most boarding kennels, veterinarians and animal shelters will need your petôs medical records to 
make sure all vaccinations are current.  Include copies in your ñpet survivalò kit along with a 
photo of your pet.  NOTE:  Some animal shelters will provide temporary foster care for owned 
pets in times of disaster, but this should be considered only as a last resort. 

 
¶ If you have no alternative but to leave your pet at home, there are some precautions you must 

take, but remember that leaving your pet at home alone can place your animal in great danger!  
Confine your pet to a safe area inside - NEVER leave your pet chained outside!  Leave it loose 
inside your home with food and plenty of water.  Remove the toilet tank lid, raise the seat, and 
brace the bathroom door open so it can drink.  Place a notice outside in a visible area, advising 
what pets are in the house and where they are located.  Provide a phone number where you or a 
contact can be reached as well as the name and number of your vet. 

 

During A Disaster  
 
¶ Bring your pets inside immediately. 
 
¶ Have newspapers on hand for sanitary purposes.  Feed the animals moist or canned food so 

they will need less water to drink. 
 
¶ Animals have instincts about severe weather changes and will often isolate themselves if they 

are afraid.  Bringing them inside early can stop them from running away.  Never leave a pet out-
side or tied up during a storm. 

 
¶ Separate dogs and cats.  Even if your dogs and cats normally get along, the anxiety of an emer-

gency situation can cause pets to act irrationally.  Keep small pets away from cats and dogs. 
 
¶ In an emergency, you may have to take your birds with you.  Talk with your veterinarian or local 

pet store about special food dispensers that regulate the amount of food a bird is given.  Make 
sure that the bird is caged and the cage is covered by a thin cloth or sheet to provide security 
and filtered light. 

 

After a Disaster  
 

¶ If after a disaster you have to leave town, take your pets along.  They are unlikely to survive on 
     their own, 

¶ In the first few days after the disaster, leash your pets when they go outside.  Maintain contact.       
      Familiar scents and landmarks may be altered and your pet may become confused and lost.   
      Also, snakes and other dangerous animals may be brought into the area by floods.  Downed 
      power line are a hazard as well. 

¶ The behavior of your pets may change after an emergency.  Normally quiet and friendly pets  
      may become aggressive or defensive.  Watch animal closely.  Leash dog and place them in a  
      fenced  yard with access to shelter and water.
