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LOT S FOR SALE IN THE FALLS? WHAT DOES THAT MEAN FOR US?

Well, for one thing, it means that The Falls will
have advisory representation on the Architec-
tural Review Committee (ARC), according to
Andr ew A To c hDirector fi Shlesand
Principal Broker for Eagle Crest Resort. Eagle
Crest is currently in the process of regaining the
deeds to the undeveloped lots in The Falls,
which were formerly under option to C Corp.

The decision to sell the lots individually instead
of to a single contractor is a result of the current
economic downturn, which has made it difficult
for builders to acquire the large loans needed to
develop multi-unit projects.

The lots will go on sale on October 1, with
prices ranging from $84,999 to $125,900, for the
largest lot planned for development. Silva
pointed out, in a recent interview, that rigid stan-
dards will be maintained to assure that although
homes may be built by contractors selected by
individual purchasers, they must conform to ex-
isting designs and colors in The Falls. This is
why a resident of The Falls will be appointed to
ARC by The Falls Owners Association Board in
the near future.

The plat map for the lots to be sold, officially
known as Ridge at Eagle Crest 28, shows 20
lots currently for sale. These are located on An-
gel Falls Way, Crystal Falls Court, and Ribbon
Falls Road. There is also one lot, the largest,
between the golf course and Victoria Falls Drive
next to the common area on Nutcracker Drive,
and one facing Victoria Falls next to Nutcracker.
At present, no lots are shown for sale on the
north and west sides of Victoria Falls.

Asked if any specific contractors had already
expressed interest in being involved in the de-
velopment, Silva indicated that Sage Builders,

which has done extensive construction on the
Ridge, has acquired rights to use architectural

plans owned and under copyright to C Corp. He

said that potential buyers of the lots, as individ-

ual owners, would be made
terest.

Andrew Silva is himself a Falls homeowner,
although his property is leased at present. He
has the same concern for maintaining property
values that Falls residents express.

The lots for sale are advertised on the Eagle

Crest website, www.eagle-crest.com. Click on

ENFORCING CC & Rs ~~ WHO DECIDES?

Debbie Owens, Owner Services Manager for the Ridge at Eagle Crest Owners Association
(RECOA) as well as three other owners associations at Eagle Crest, made some interesting points
at the September 8 TFOA Board meeting. Debbie has the daunting job of acting as liaison between
the four HOAs and Eagle Crest management. In this capacity, she deals with about 100 phone calls
and at least 75 emails from owners each week.

A cruci al point in Debbieds presentation invol v
least inconsistent here on the Ridge. She admits that no one enforces every single thing. Examples

she uses are landscaping elements like sculptures, flags, and bird baths, which are often not ap-
proved by ARC, although they are supposed to be
apparent to all of us, include the requirement for setting out trash cans AFTER 9:00 p.m. on the

night before collection of trash, and the prohibition against overnight parking on the streets on the

Ridge. Sheds and other prohibited outbuildings are also often ignored or allowed.

But more and more Falls
residents are asking that CC & Rs and ARC Regulations be re-examined, eliminated or re-written so
that a much higher level of consistency in enforcement can be maintained.
