My name is E. Michael Jones. I am a journalist. I am also editor of Culture Wars magazine, which some of you may remember as Fidelity magazine.

Thirty-years ago I had just been hired as an assistant professor of American literature at St. Mary's College, which is just across the street from Notre Dame. Twenty-nine years ago I was an unemployed assistant professor. One year after accepting a tenure track position there, I got fired for being against abortion.

"How was it possible," people would ask me then, "to be fired from a Catholic college for being against abortion?"

I had no answer to that question then. But I have an answer now. Instead of going on in academe, I started a magazine whose purpose was to look into what had happened in the Catholic Church while I was growing up. Eight years after starting that magazine, I wrote this book: Is Notre Dame Still Catholic?

Here's what I found out in the course of writing that book. I found out that the feminists had taken over St. Mary's in the decade before I arrived there and what called itself a Catholic college for women was in reality a feminist college for Catholics. I also found out that the double dealing had started across the street a decade earlier that it had at St. Mary's.

In 1948, the year I was born, a man by the name of Paul Blanshard wrote a book called American Freedom and Catholic Power. In that book he discussed what he called the "Catholic problem." According to Mr. Blanshard, Bertrand Russell's greatest fear was that America was going to become a Catholic country and that the Catholics were going to bring this about by demographic increase. Sanger was defeated, and at that point John D. Rockefeller, 3rd dedicated himself full time to the Manhattan project of contraception.

Three years later John D. Rockefeller, 3rd created the Population Council to deal with two problems: Catholic fertility and black fertility. In 1960 it looked as if Bertrand Russell's nightmare was becoming a reality when the first Catholic was elected president of the United States.  

By the early '60s, Mr. Rockefeller felt he had found the solution to the Catholic problem. In fact, he had found two solutions: one was the pill, the other was the IUD. Armed with these weapons against Catholic and black fertility, Mr. Rockefeller's main problem was getting Catholics to use his new inventions. His big breakthrough came in 1962, when he saw a Notre Dame priest by the name of John O'Brien on a CBS documentary on birth control. Using intermediaries at Planned Parenthood, Rockefeller contacted Father Hesburgh at Notre Dame and agreed to fund a series of secret conferences at Notre Dame to undermine the Church's teaching on contraception. 

The high point of this campaign came in August of 1965 when Father Hesburgh arranged a private audience between John D. Rockefeller, 3rd and Pope Paul VI. During that meeting Mr. Rockefeller offered to write the pope's birth control encyclical for him. 

Two years later, Father Hesburgh stole Notre Dame from the Catholic Church when he placed it under a lay board of trustees, in a move that goes by the name of Land O' Lakes.

Ever since that day in the summer of 1967, Notre Dame has been playing a double game. They call themselves Catholic, but in order to get first foundation and then government money, they engage in the social engineering of the Catholics who get sent there for a Catholic education.  Notre Dame exists not to educate its students as Catholics, but to engineer young Catholics into becoming wage slaves and sexual robots. It now exists not to honor the Blessed Mother who stands atop the Golden Dome, but to  fulfill the eugenic dreams of Paul Blanshard and John D. Rockefeller, 3rd. 

The granting of an honorary degree to Barack Obama is not a slip up or an oversight made inadvertently by an otherwise devout Catholic institution. No, it is rather the culmination of their 42-year-old pact with the devil. Notre Dame gained the world but lost its soul in the process. For 42 years now, Notre Dame has been licking the boots of the eugenics establishment, the birth control establishment, the population control establishment, and, now, yes, the abortion establishment. They have been offering their own students up to the Moloch of foundation and government money by corrupting their morals and undermining their faith, all the while claiming hypocritically that they are more Catholic than the pope. 

This lie must be exposed.  

Let me rephrase that. God is using all of us here to bring the truth to light. The same God who died for us on the cross said it would better for people who lead his little ones astray to have a millstone tied around their necks and be thrown into the sea. The same God who died for us hates the moral corruption of Notre Dame students every bit as much as he hates abortion. Your witness is an act of charity that by the grace of God can bring good out of almost a half-century of evil.
